Lawns to be mown on a weekly basis either with the ride on or electric mowers by trained
members of the team.

Keep all plant pots watered and water other areas as needed

Reporting to the Support Services Manager any work which needs to be carried out by
external contractors e.g. hedge cutting and tree pruning and discuss with him/her any
new projects.
